THE ISSUES OF PROFESSIONALISM AND REFORMS IN THE

ROMAN ARMY OF THE FIRST PART OF THE ISt CENTURY BC

Transformations in the military system of ancient Rome during the Late Republic
period are often associated with Gaius Marius reform initiatives. Inourstudy, based on
primary sources and studies of modern researchers, an attempt is made tod istinguish
the reformist initiatives of Marius, which allegedly had a crucial influence on the
Roman army of the given period, in comparison to the ones that occurred in the first
part of the Ist century BC. First of all, it meant a gradual transition to the professional
army. The issue of professionalism itself is whether it really had the features of a
professional or whether it still remained traditional one, based on the system of
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militia recruitment. It was also important for us to show the role of the individual in
reforming the late republican army. In this context, we can speak of “military reforms
of Marius and Sulla”, not just “military reforms of Marius”.

The article analyzes the state of the Roman army in the period from the Allied
War to the end of the 60’s of the first century BC. The transformations in the Roman
army throughout the period, a number of reforms carried out by some military leaders,
in cluding Sulla (attempt at reforms in the field of high command and whether it really
took place, some tactical innovations) are generalised. The socio-ethnic component of
changes in the legions contains thorough description, emphasizing the decisive role of
the Social War in those processes. The crucial impact of generals is described not only
on the political life of Rome, their interference in state institutions but their attempts
to thrust the situation, additionaly, tranfaguration of those individuals into independent
figures of Rome who usurped power (Sulla) or sought it (Catiline). The practice of
recruitment, the ambiguous approach to which is and will controversially interpreted
by various researchers is mentioned. Particular attention is paid to the elements of
professionalism in the Roman army — military training, service length and regular
military practice. It cannot be said that the Roman army of this period was already
fully professional. Only a part of the army, that was exceptionally involved only in
military craft and was constantly sub armis esse, possessed professional traits. Some of
them made rapid careers, from simple legionnaires or centurions to senior administrative
positions that had been previously unattainable for the military. Sulla’s possible
military-administrative reform, which restricted the powers of the provincial governoras
well asan electedstate position from military power, consequently, that fact did not stop
future provincial army commanders from speaking out against the central government,
moreover, they even were encouraging the seizure of power in Rome.

Some social, ethnic, political issue sof the Roman state in the military aspect are
considered in order to scrupulously investigatethe transformations that occurred in the
Roman army of the first half of the first century BC. Due to the lack of comprehensive
research on this area of military history in modern historiography, we have tried to fill
this gap.
