THE UKRAINIAN NATIONAL IDEA IN THE WORKS OF MILITARY  
AND POLITICAL FIGURES OF THE UKRAINIAN REVOLUTION  

OF 1917–1921 
 

The article analyzes the publications of participants in the national liberation 
struggle during the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917–1921. Particular attention is paid to 
the authors’ views on the formation of the Ukrainian national idea in the 1920s. 

While in emigration, representatives of various Ukrainian political forces and 
movements, guided by their own ideological positions and national self-awareness, 
analyzed the causes of defeat, most often attributing responsibility to political 
opponents or external enemies. At the same time, those politicians and military leaders 
who managed to rise above narrow political ambitions sought to provide a more 
realistic assessment of the state of the national idea at that time and of its perception by 
different social strata of Ukrainian society abroad. The majority of their reflections on 
the prospects for the development of the Ukrainian national (state-building, 
consolidating) idea were articulated in their scholarly works and in periodicals of the 
Ukrainian diaspora. 
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The article examines the scholarly and journalistic writings of three prominent 
figures of this period – Viacheslav Lypynskyi, Dmytro Dontsov, and Vsevolod Petriv. 
Although they held different political views and had diverse experiences of military 
and political activity during the Ukrainian Revolution, certain aspects of the Ukrainian 
national idea resonate across their works. 

In the writings of Viacheslav Lypynskyi (a politician and, to some extent, a military 
figure), particularly Letters to the Brothers-Farmers: On the Idea and Organization of 
Ukrainian Monarchism, the concept of “territorial patriotism” is substantiated, in which the 
decisive role is assigned to the nation as a community that must be consciously formed. 

Dmytro Dontsov (a politician and publicist), in his studies The Foundations of Our 
Politics and Nationalism, advocated the construction of a Ukrainian national state on 
the basis of consensus among broad popular masses, which required endowing the 
Ukrainian idea with a “fundamentally new spirit” associated with nationalism. 

In the articles by Vsevolod Petriv (a general-khorunzhyi and author of military-
historical studies), most notably The Experience of the Past (A Timely Reflection), On 
the Significance of the Peasantry in the Life of the State, and Memoirs from the Times 
of the Ukrainian Revolution (1917–1921), the author’s conviction regarding the crucial 
role of the peasantry and the intelligentsia in the realization of the national idea and 
state-building is clearly articulated. 

The chosen research focus makes it possible to identify differences in the positions 
of these Ukrainian thinkers regarding the substantive content of the concept of the 
Ukrainian national idea.

MILITARY EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS IN UKRAINIAN PROVINCES 
(SECOND HALF OF THE 19TH – EARLY DECADES OF THE 20TH 

CENTURY): DEVELOPMENT AND CHALLENGES 
 

The article examines the establishment, development, and transformation of military 
educational institutions operating in the Ukrainian provinces during the second half of the 19th 
– first decades of the 20th century, focusing on the complex interplay between imperial, 
national, and revolutionary contexts. The 1910 educational reforms of the Russian Empire 
were analyzed. These reforms redefined officer training curricula by emphasizing tactical 
competence, topographical literacy, and practical field exercises as essential components of 
professional military education. The study explores how these reforms sought to modernize 
the officer corps in response to technological changes and growing geopolitical challenges. 
The article further highlights the dramatic impact of World War I, when military schools 
adopted accelerated three-month training courses to meet urgent wartime demands, producing 
ensigns instead of lieutenants and transforming traditional academic institutions into centers of 
rapid mobilization. 

Particular attention is devoted to the period of the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917–1921, 
when the structure and subordination of the cadet corps underwent profound reorganization. 
Their transition under the authority of successive governments — the Ukrainian People’s 
Republic, the Hetmanate of Pavlo Skoropadsky, and later Soviet administrations – reflected 
the broader struggle for control over the military apparatus and for the creation of a distinctly 
Ukrainian officer elite. The research traces how political instability, social upheaval, and 
competing ideological influences affected the continuity of educational standards and the 
patriotic orientation of training. 

The conclusion of the research was that, despite administrative disruptions, the military 
educational institutions in Ukraine retained their intellectual and professional potential, serving 
as key centers for the formation of national military traditions and for the consolidation of the 
officer corps that would later contribute to the defense and state-building processes of modern 
Ukraine.

SPECIAL SERVICES OF THE OUN(B) AND UPA DURING THE PERIOD  
OF FRONT-LINE ACTIVITIES AND ADAPTATION TO NEW CONDITIONS 

OF STRUGGLE (1943 – 1945) 
 

Based on substantial factual material, a significant part of which is being 
introduced into scientific circulation for the first time, the authors characterize the 
activities  of  the  special  services  of  the  OUN(b)  and  UPA in  1943–1945.  The  article  
emphasizes that this was the most difficult period in their development, as the rapid 
approach of the German-Soviet front forced the Ukrainian underground to urgently adapt to 
fighting in new conditions. It has been shown that significant efforts were directed toward 
expanding its material base, in which the Security Service (SB) played an important role. It 
has been established that, taking advantage of the chaos on the front lines, its combat units 
seized property needed for the underground in cities. Accumulating a “gold reserve”, SB 
participated in the collection of material assets from the clergy and the population and 
controlled the secrecy of the construction of underground warehouses and residential 
hideouts. It has been noted that while continuing the armed struggle against the German 
occupiers, it conducted negotiations with their allies who did not want to continue fighting, 
receiving weapons, ammunition, and supplies from them. It is proven that, under conditions 
of increased secrecy, the influence of the Security Service on the underground significantly 
increased. It has been established that the structure of its departments continued to be based 
on a territorial principle, but the staff of each unit depended on many circumstances and 
had regional characteristics. It is emphasized that, due to the need to preserve human 
resources for the planned anti-Soviet uprising, in the summer of 1944, measures were 
taken to disrupt mobilization into the Red Army. A new wave of reforms of the special 
services in 1945 was traced, when a significant number of underground activists and 
insurgents were transferred to legal status. In particular, intelligence work was strengthened, 
agents were recruited among fighter battalions (VB), and complex operational games were 
carried out with NKVD employees.

THE CONCEPT OF «TERRORIST WARFARE» AND ITS PRACTICAL 
IMPLEMENTATION DURING THE FULL-SCALE INVASION OF THE 

RUSSIAN FEDERATION INTO UKRAINE  
(between 11 September 2022 and 12 March 2023) 

 
The essence and main components that formed the essence of the concept of 

‘terrorist war’ of the Russian Federation during the period of Russia's aggression 
against Ukraine, their development and certain transformation, based on the results of 
the military-political and operational situation, were studied. The authors of the article 
aimed to reveal the content of the components of the Russian Federation's terrorist war, 
in particular, energy terror aimed at destroying critical infrastructure, as well as the use 
of politically motivated criminals in the ranks of private military companies (PMCs) in 
military operations during the period from 11 September 2022 to 12 March 2023. Research 
methodology.  is based on the principles of historicism, systematicity, verification and 
scientific rigour. The authors used problem-search, problem-thematic, chronological and 
interdisciplinary methods. Based on the method of content analysis of the domestic 
information space and the products of the central and regional mass media and 
communication of the Ministry of Defence of the Russian Federation, using a critical 
and analytical approach, the main directions of the information and propaganda work 
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation were 
identified and considered. The scientific novelty lies in the fact that, for the first time 
in Ukrainian historiography, an attempt has been made to analyse the results of testing 
the components of the concept of ‘terrorist war’ during the full-scale armed invasion of 
Ukraine by the Russian Federation within a specific chronological framework. Based 
on the study of various sources, the fact and reasons for certain, sometimes radical 
transformations in the content of information and propaganda support for the aggressor 
army's military operations have been substantiated. The conclusions emphasise that the 
Russian Federation's missile attacks against our country's critical infrastructure, 
civilian population and civilian objects are war crimes. This radical change in the 
paradigm of armed confrontation objectively led to a change in the nature of combat 
operations, which increasingly took on the characteristics of terrorist warfare in the 
form of energy terror and the widespread involvement of criminals in the ranks of PMCs in 
combat operations by the aggressor country. Overall, during this period, despite some 
tactical miscalculations and losses, the Ukrainian state, society and the Armed Forces of 
Ukraine coped with the task of organising effective resistance to the enemy.

MILITARY CHAPLAINCY IN THE CONTEXT OF POST-SOCIALIST 
TRANSFORMATIONS: A HISTORIOGRAPHICAL PERSPECTIVE 

 
This study offers a historiographical examination of scholarly works produced by 

Ukrainian and international researchers concerning the formation and development of military 
chaplaincy in post-socialist states from the 1990s onward. Although interest in military–
religious relations has increased following the collapse of socialist regimes, military chaplaincy 
in these countries has not yet emerged as an independent and systematically explored field of 
research within either Ukrainian or foreign historiography. 

The article reviews academic publications addressing pastoral care in the armed 
forces of Poland, Romania, Hungary, Slovakia, the Czech Republic, Latvia, and other 
states of Central and Eastern Europe. These works are interpreted within the broader 
framework of post-socialist transformation, democratic reforms, and the re-
establishment of religious institutions in the military sphere. Attention is given to 
variations in national models of chaplaincy, their legal foundations, and patterns of 
institutional development, as reflected in existing historiographical discourse. 

The research also incorporates normative and legal sources from the countries 
under consideration, many of which are introduced into Ukrainian scholarly circulation 
for the first time. Their analysis contributes to a clearer understanding of state–
military–religious interaction in post-socialist societies. Overall, the article underscores 
the importance of further interdisciplinary investigation into the role of religion and 
chaplaincy within contemporary armed forces.

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THE KURSK OPERATION OF THE DEFENSE FORCES OF UKRAINE: THE 
INTERNATIONAL ASPECT 

 
The article examines the international reaction to the Kursk offensive operation of 

the Defense Forces of Ukraine, launched on August 6, 2024, and its impact on the geopolitical 
situation as of February 2026. The official positions of key geopolitical actors are analyzed: 
NATO, the European Union, the United States, the People’s Republic of China, the Global 
South countries, and the Russian Federation. It is established that the majority of Western 
partners recognized the operation as Ukraine’s legitimate right to self-defense under Article 51 
of the UN Charter and international humanitarian law. The study reveals that the operation 
shattered the myth of the Russian army’s “invincibility” and demonstrated the vulnerability of 
its territory, significantly affecting the conflict’s perception by the Global South countries 
previously inclined toward a “frozen conflict” on Russia’s terms. The role of the DPRK as an 
active combatant on Russia’s side with approximately 11,000 troops is highlighted, which 
became a factor of the conflict’s globalization and prompted South Korea and Japan to 
reconsider their assistance policies toward Ukraine. The evolution of U.S. approaches is 
traced: from restrained support under President J. Biden to active engagement in diplomatic 
settlement under D. Trump. The Kursk operation became an important diplomatic tool for 
strengthening Ukraine’s negotiating positions, accelerated the lifting of restrictions on 
Western long-range weapons, and significantly changed the balance of power in the 
international arena. For the first time since World War II, foreign troops occupied and continue 
to hold internationally recognized Russian territory. The research is based on official 
diplomatic statements, documents of international organizations, and open sources. 
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Problem statement and relevance. The War for Ukraine’s 
Independence, which began in February 2014, has attracted sustained 
attention from foreign scholars in both military and humanitarian 
fields. Research activity intensified particularly after the start of the 
large-scale invasion by Russian forces on 24 February 2022. Among 
the range of issues addressed in foreign periodicals, a prominent place 
is occupied by questions of military-technical assistance to Ukraine, 
including in the field of aviation. In this context, specialised aviation 
magazines deserve particular attention, notably the widely circulated 
Air Forces Monthly and Combat Aircraft Journal. The study of these 
publications makes it possible to adopt a broader perspective on the 
problem of military-technical assistance and to assess it from the 
standpoint of the foreign expert community. 

Analysis of previous research and publications. The issue of 
coverage of the War for Ukraine’s Independence in foreign periodicals 
has  been  addressed  in  a  number  of  studies.  These  are  dominated  by  
works devoted to representations of the course of the Russo-Ukrainian 
war  and  combat  operations  in  the  periodical  press  of  particular  
countries, both in general-interest publications (e.g., Simashova, 2024; 
Melnyk, 2023) and in specialised military journals (notably Skorych & 
Kharuk, 2022; Kharuk, 2024). Issues related to the coverage of 
military-technical assistance have been addressed in some studies, with 
an emphasis on specific publications in individual countries (e.g., 
Nadraga, Turchak & Tenytskyi, 2025). However, the content of Air 
Forces Monthly and Combat Aircraft Journal with  regard  to  their  
coverage of events of the War for Ukraine’s Independence has been 
analysed in only two publications, both devoted to the events of 2014 
(Kharuk, 2015; Kharuk, 2016). 

Purpose and objectives of the study. The purpose of this article is to 
examine the content of Air Forces Monthly and Combat Aircraft 
Journal with regard to their coverage of military-technical assistance 
to Ukraine provided by partner countries, and to identify the principal 
themes and trends in this coverage. 

Presentation of the main research material. The English-language 
monthly magazines Air Forces Monthly and Combat Aircraft Journal 
are published by Key Publishing. Both periodicals are devoted to 
military aviation primarily from an organisational perspective; that is, 
they address issues related to the current structure of military aviation 
in various countries, changes in aircraft inventories, and participation 
in combat operations. Questions of technical equipment, aircraft 
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performance characteristics, and aviation weapons systems are 
addressed only tangentially. The content of the two magazines does not 
duplicate itself, as they are oriented toward different readerships. 
Combat Aircraft Journal is positioned as “America’s best-selling military 
aviation magazine,” and its content is therefore primarily aimed at a U.S. 
audience. Accordingly, the main focus is placed on U.S. military aviation, 
while the rest of the world receives comparatively less attention. Air 
Forces Monthly, defined by the publisher as “officially the world’s 
number one authority on military aviation,” is more “international” in its 
selection of material. As a result, articles related to Ukraine appear more 
frequently in AFM, although they are also present in Combat Aircraft 
Journal. The editorial stance of both magazines is clearly pro-Ukrainian. 
Evidence of this includes, in particular, the editor-in-chief’s column 
published in the May issue of AFM, devoted to the blocking of U.S. 
assistance to Ukraine by the Senate, with the telling headline Ukraine 
must be supported (Warnes, 2024). 

In this study, we depart from a strictly chronological approach and 
instead adopt a problem-oriented perspective. Undoubtedly, the key 
theme related to military-technical assistance to Ukraine concerns the 
transfer and combat employment of F-16 fighter aircraft. The first article on 
this topic appeared in AFM in April 2023; thus, the debate surrounding 
Ukraine’s request for such aircraft, which had been ongoing since spring 
2022, largely passed unnoticed in these publications. J. Lake’s article bears 
the expressive title “F-16s for Ukraine: Panacea or Distraction?” (Lake, 
2023). The author presents the arguments of proponents of transferring 
these aircraft to Ukraine, emphasising three main points: first, that F-16s 
armed  with  AIM-120D  AMRAAM  air-to-air  missiles  would  be  able  to  
force Russian aircraft to keep their distance from the frontline; second, 
that if equipped with LANTIRN, Litening, or Sniper targeting pods, F-
16s would be capable of delivering effective precision strikes against 
ground targets; and third, that this aircraft type represents the most 
realistic option for Ukraine in terms of availability, maintenance, and 
personnel training programmes (Lake, 2023: 44). 

Possible sources of second-hand F-16s are analysed, including both 
realistic options (Belgium, Denmark, the Netherlands, Norway) and 
less likely ones (Portugal, Greece, Turkey), as well as even exotic 
possibilities (Jordan). Notably, the United States – which possesses the 
largest F-16 fleet and a significant number of stored aircraft – is not 
considered as a potential supplier. Lake attributes this to the extremely 
cautious policy of the Biden administration regarding the transfer of 
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weapons to Ukraine. Among alternatives to the F-16, the author mentions 
the Swedish Gripen C/D, the French Rafale, and the British Typhoon T.1. 
Focusing in more detail on the latter option, he notes that the Royal Air 
Force planned to withdraw 26 aircraft of this early, trainer-combat 
variant from active service. These aircraft are optimised for air-to-air 
combat and have limited air-to-ground capabilities. Lake goes so far in 
his reasoning as to suggest the creation of a joint British-Ukrainian 
squadron to operate the Typhoon T.1, referring to the experience of the 
joint British-Qatari squadron (Lake, 2023: 49). 

A significant portion of Lake’s article is devoted to sceptical 
assessments of the potential of the F-16 in the Russo-Ukrainian war. It 
should be noted that these assessments are largely speculative in 
nature, as the article was written long before the Ukrainian Air Force 
received its first F-16s. According to the author, the aircraft’s 
capabilities in the role of close air support would be severely limited 
by the presence of a strong Russian air-defence system near the 
frontline, including Tor, Buk, and S-400 surface-to-air missile systems, 
as well as numerous short-range air-defence assets. Furthermore, F-16s 
would not be able to solve the problem of strengthening Ukraine’s air 
defence, as the characteristics of their radars and air-to-air missiles 
would not allow them to effectively counter Russian Su-35 and MiG-
31 fighters. The key to successful employment of the F-16 in the 
Russo-Ukrainian war, the author argues, could lie in their close 
integration with electronic warfare assets and long-range surface-to-air 
missile systems (Lake, 2023: 47–48). 

The publications analysed reflect in considerable detail the 
chronology of the F-16 transfer process, beginning with the first 
mention of Ukraine’s official request to the Netherlands for such 
aircraft on 9 February 2023. At the same time, hopes were expressed 
that the Biden administration would allow Lockheed Martin to provide 
maintenance  support  for  these  aircraft  (Ukraine asks…, 2023). The 
transfer of F-16s by European NATO countries was impossible 
without U.S. authorisation and support. This is reflected, inter alia, in 
an  article  by  K.  Chapman,  who  analyses  the  legal  aspects  of  the  
transfer as well as U.S. involvement in technical support and personnel 
training (Chapman, 2023b). 

The granting of U.S. approval unlocked the process of practical 
aircraft transfers. On 20 August 2023, Denmark (19 aircraft) and the 
Netherlands (up to 42 aircraft) confirmed their plans to supply F-16s to 
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Ukraine. These announcements were commented upon by V. 
Trendafilovski, who emphasised that although the transfer of these 
fighters to Ukraine had finally received a green light, the key issue 
remained the speed at which the aircraft would actually be delivered. 
He also examined issues related to personnel training, particularly pilot 
training. After analysing various factors, Trendafilovski concluded that 
F-16s  were  unlikely  to  arrive  in  Ukraine  before  the  first  quarter  of  
2024 (Trendafilovski, 2023b). 

In October 2023, Belgium also joined the group of countries prepared 
to transfer its F-16s to Ukraine. However, the Belgian prime minister 
stated that these plans could not be implemented before 2025. Experts 
linked this timeline to the ongoing re-equipment of the Belgian Air Force 
with F-35A aircraft. At the same time, it was emphasised that Belgium 
joined the international coalition for training Ukrainian F-16 pilots in 
September 2023, and that Belgian companies would participate in the 
technical support of these aircraft (Belgium to send…, 2023). 

Overall, considerable attention in the analysed publications was 
devoted to the training of Ukrainian pilots and ground personnel for 
the F-16. This is entirely understandable, as these aircraft were to 
become the first Western-built fighters in the Ukrainian Air Force, and 
their maintenance and combat employment were based on principles 
fundamentally different from those of Soviet-designed equipment. To 
ensure adequate training, the countries participating in the “fighter 
coalition” established a dedicated training centre in Romania. Measures 
related to its creation, including the transfer of aircraft by the Netherlands, 
as well as other pilot training programmes for Ukraine (in the United 
Kingdom and the United States), were covered in an article by V. 
Trendafilovski (Trendafilovski, 2024a). At the end of December 2023, 
training of Ukrainian F-16 pilots began in Denmark, which was reflected 
in a brief article in Combat Aircraft Journal (Trendafilovski, 2024b). 

In September 2024, publications appeared confirming the combat 
debut of Ukrainian F-16s (Ukraine’s first…, 2024).  Issues  related  to  
optimal methods of employing F-16s in Ukraine continued to be 
discussed by experts even after the transfer of these aircraft had 
become a fait accompli. Indicative in this regard is T. Ripley’s article 
“F-16S OVER UKRAINE. A WINNER?” (Ripley, 2024). The author 
emphasises that since the very beginning of Russia’s full-scale 
invasion, Ukrainian combat aviation has operated under conditions of a 
tenfold quantitative superiority of Russian aircraft. This has forced 
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Ukrainian pilots to resort to practices that Ripley describes as 
“guerrilla tactics” (Ripley, 2024: 31). The arrival of F-16s – of which 
Ukraine is expected to receive around 80 at most optimistic estimates – 
will not compensate for Russia’s numerical advantage. Therefore, 
according to Ripley, the Ukrainian Air Force will need to develop 
innovative tactics in order to exploit the combat potential of the F-16 to 
the fullest extent. 

Among the recommendations proposed by the author is the 
establishment of refuelling airfields for F-16s in eastern Ukraine. This 
is considered necessary due to the relatively limited combat radius of 
these  aircraft  and  the  requirement  for  their  permanent  basing  in  the  
western part of the country, which is safer in terms of Russian missile 
strikes.  Ripley  also  stresses  the  need  to  create  an  integrated  
information environment in which F-16s would operate with support 
from ground-based and airborne AEW, ELINT, and SIGINT assets 
(Ripley, 2024: 32–33). 

In  an  article  by  V.  Trendafilovski,  it  is  stated  that  the  first  F-16s  
arrived in Ukraine in early July 2024, and that by 4 August, according 
to unofficial data, ten such aircraft had been received: four from Denmark, 
four from the Netherlands, and two from the United States. In the latter 
case, the aircraft were reportedly non-flyable and were most likely 
transferred as sources of spare parts. Based on the first publicly released 
photographs, the author analyses the range of weapons employed by 
Ukrainian F-16s. He also describes the first known instance of their 
combat use – on 26 August 2024, during the repulse of what was at that 
time the largest combined Russian attack involving missiles and drones. 
The first loss of an aircraft of this type, which occurred during the same 
engagement, is also mentioned. Trendafilovski emphasises that at the time 
of writing, the cause of the loss of the aircraft and pilot had not been 
officially disclosed, but he identifies three possible explanations: pilot 
error, technical malfunction, or friendly fire (Trendafilovski, 2024d). 

In another article by the same author, devoted to the results of the 
summer campaign, the composition of onboard systems and armament 
of Ukrainian F-16s is analysed in greater detail. Trendafilovski also 
stresses that the lack of AEW&C aircraft in the Ukrainian Air Force 
negatively affects the situational awareness of F-16 pilots and forces 
them to rely on “hit-and-run” tactics. According to his estimates, by 
the end of 2024 Ukraine was expected to receive 24 F-16 fighters. This 
would be sufficient to equip two squadrons, corresponding to the 
authorised strength of a Ukrainian tactical aviation brigade. However, 
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Trendafilovski believes that these aircraft would not be concentrated 
within a single brigade but instead distributed among different units 
(Trendafilovski, 2024e: 37). 

Alongside the F-16, other types of Western-built combat aircraft 
also featured in public discourse, the transfer of which to Ukraine was 
discussed but, for various reasons, not implemented. In particular, in 
mid-2023 information emerged regarding a Ukrainian request to the 
Australian government for the possible transfer of up to 41 F/A-18 
fighters that had been withdrawn from service in 2021 (Ukraine 
eyes…, 2023). On 6 October 2023, the Swedish prime minister 
announced that the possibility of transferring used JAS 39C/D Gripen 
fighters to Ukraine was under consideration. Experts emphasised that 
such a transfer would depend on two key factors: the completion of 
Sweden’s accession to NATO and the achievement of political 
consensus within the Swedish parliamentary coalition (Ukraine to 
gain…, 2023).  The  issue  of  a  potential  Swedish  transfer  of  Gripen  
aircraft resurfaced in July 2024, when statements by the Ukrainian side 
were discussed regarding the advisability of postponing the transfer of 
Swedish aircraft due to potential difficulties associated with the 
simultaneous introduction of two different types of Western-origin 
fighters. This position was also supported by the Swedish foreign 
minister (Ukraine pushing…, 2024). 

The second type of Western-built combat aircraft received by 
Ukraine after the F-16 was the French Mirage 2000-5F. In an article by 
B. Taghvaee published in August 2024, it is noted that the French 
government initially proposed the transfer of nine single-seat Mirage 
2000C fighters and three two-seat Mirage 2000B trainer-fighters. 
However, the Ukrainian side rejected this offer, considering these aircraft 
outdated and incapable of effectively countering Russian fighters. In 2023, 
France proposed instead the transfer of eight more modern Mirage 2000-
5F fighters and four Mirage 2000B aircraft, with deliveries beginning in 
2024. This proposal was accepted by Ukraine. It was also noted that 
Ukraine could potentially receive up to 24 Mirage 2000-5F aircraft and 
that pilot training for these fighters was already underway (Taghvaee, 
2024a). Toward the end of the year, confirmation appeared that the 
Ukrainian Air Force would receive its first Mirage 2000-5F aircraft in 
the first quarter of 2025 (Ukraine to gain French…, 2024). 

Prior to the delivery of the first Western-manufactured fighter 
aircraft, the only means of compensating losses for the Ukrainian Air 
Force consisted in the transfer of Soviet-origin combat aircraft 
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operated by countries supportive of Ukraine. Early publications on this 
issue noted that “…there are only three European nations that can 
realistically support additional fighters for Ukraine: Bulgaria, Poland 
and Slovakia. All three nations operate the Soviet-era MiG-29” 
(Chapman, 2022: 25). The same source referred to a statement by the 
Prime Minister of Slovakia on 11 April 2022 expressing the intention 
to transfer Slovak MiG-29s to Ukraine (only three of the eleven 
aircraft were airworthy at that time). This transfer was conditional 
upon allied air policing of Slovak airspace. Another article cited a 
statement by the Prime Minister of Poland on 8 March 2022 declaring 
readiness to immediately transfer all Polish MiG-29s provided they 
were replaced with aircraft of comparable capability. The author 
suggested that this referred to second-hand F-16s from the United 
States (Thomas, 2022: 25). 

The transfer of MiG-29s to Ukraine entered a practical phase in 
early 2023. One publication reported that the first four Slovak aircraft 
of this type arrived in Ukraine on 23 March, and that a total of 13 
MiG-29s  were  planned  for  transfer  –  ten  airworthy  aircraft  and  three  
intended  for  spare  parts.  It  was  also  noted  that  the  first  four  Polish  
MiG-29s were expected to arrive within four to six weeks following a 
statement by the Polish Minister of Defence on 14 March 2023 
( owacki, 2023). An article in the September 2024 issue of Combat 
Aircraft Journal stated  that  Poland  transferred  a  total  of  14  MiG-29  
fighters to Ukraine in 2023 and was prepared to provide a similar 
number in the future. However, this prospect was linked to Poland’s 
forthcoming receipt of F-35A fighters (Poland to send…, 2024). 

In addition to MiG-29s, Ukraine also received other Soviet-origin 
aircraft, namely Su-25 ground-attack aircraft. I. Bozinovski reported 
on the transfer by North Macedonia of four such aircraft, which 
became known in August 2022. It was emphasized that these aircraft 
had originally been supplied by Ukraine in the early 2000s and had not 
been operated since 2005, having remained in long-term storage 
(Bozinovski, 2022). Later, in a November article devoted to Ukrainian 
attack aviation and its role in repelling Russian aggression, specific 
data on the Su-25s transferred by North Macedonia were provided 
(Trendafilovski, 2022b: 46). Publications also noted that these aircraft 
from North Macedonia were the only combat aircraft received by 
Ukraine in 2022 (Trendafilovski, 2023a: 36). 

An exceptionally important step in strengthening the capabilities of 
the Ukrainian Air Force was the transfer of two AEW&C S 100D 
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Argus aircraft, announced by the Swedish government on 29 May 
2024. An article published in Air Forces Monthly emphasized that such 
aircraft would significantly enhance Ukraine’s ability to counter 
Russian  air  attacks.  It  was  also  noted  that  the  S  100D  is  compatible  
with the F-16AM/BM fighters that were likewise being prepared for 
transfer to Ukraine (Ukraine to gain Swedish…, 2024). 

Auxiliary aircraft were transferred to Ukraine in much smaller 
numbers than combat aircraft. In practice, the only such episode was 
the transfer by Croatia in June 2024 of two An-32B military transport 
aircraft. The publication covering this event stated that the aircraft 
were manufactured in Kyiv in 1991 and 1993 and had served in the 
Croatian Air Force since 1995. In Ukraine, the An-32Bs were assigned 
to  the  Special  Aviation  Unit  of  the  State  Emergency  Service.  This  
decision was logical, as this unit was the only state structure already 
operating An-32 aircraft (Trendafilovski, 2024c). 

An important component of military-technical assistance was the 
supply of helicopters of various types and roles to Ukraine. The first 
mention appeared in June 2022 in Air Forces Monthly in a short note 
on the inclusion of 11 Mi-17 helicopters in a new U.S. military aid 
package. It was suggested that these were aircraft originally intended for 
the Afghan National Army and stored at Davis-Monthan Air Force Base 
(US $800 mln Ukraine…, 2022). In an Air Forces Monthly article, V. 
Trendafilovski emphasized that Ukraine had already received five former 
Afghan Mi-17V-5 helicopters in March 2022, which had been undergoing 
overhaul in Ukraine since 2021 (Trendafilovski, 2022: 50). One of the first 
countries to transfer helicopters to Ukraine was Latvia. On 15 August 
2022, the Latvian Minister of Defence announced the transfer of two Mi-
8MTV-1 and two Mi-2MSB helicopters, noting that the latter would be 
used for medical evacuation. This fact was reflected in Combat 
Aircraft Journal (Latvia Mi-2s…, 2022). 

Another type of Soviet-origin helicopter supplied to Ukraine 
consisted of Mi-24/35 attack helicopters. In July 2022, information 
appeared on the planned transfer of such helicopters by the Czech 
Republic, including an assessment of the quantitative and qualitative 
composition of the Czech Mi-24/35 fleet (Warnes, 2022). 

In the March 2023 issue of Air Forces Monthly, V. Trendafilovski 
summarized helicopter deliveries during the previous year. According 
to his calculations, Ukraine received 20 Mi-17 helicopters from the 
United States, four Mi-17s and one Mi-2 from Slovakia, two Mi-17s 
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and  two  Mi-2s  from Latvia,  and  at  least  two  Mi-35s  from the  Czech  
Republic. He also noted that in January 2023 the transfer of two Mi-8s 
from Lithuania and 14 Mi-8/17s from Croatia had been announced. 
The author emphasized that most of these helicopters likely entered 
army aviation to compensate for losses, while not excluding that some 
were transferred to the Air Force and Naval Aviation for search-and-
rescue missions and direct aviation support (Trendafilovski, 2023a: 36). 
The topic of Croatian helicopter transfers was further developed in a short 
article by C. Lofting, which analyzed the quantitative and qualitative 
composition of the Mi-8/17 batch intended for transfer (Lofting, 2023). 

Air Forces Monthly returned to the issue of transferring Soviet/ 
Russian-origin helicopters to Ukraine in June 2024, publishing an article 
devoted to Czech Mi-24/35 helicopters. It noted, inter alia, that the Czech 
Republic had transferred a total of eight Mi-24V and Mi-35 attack 
helicopters to Ukraine, the last two of which arrived on 21 March 2024 
(Final Czech…, 2024).  As  can  be  seen,  the  transfer  of  this  relatively  
small batch of eight helicopters took nearly two years. 

As available stocks of Soviet-manufactured helicopters were exhausted, 
partner countries began transferring Western-origin helicopters to Ukraine. 
During the period under review, this process did not become large-scale, but 
it was widely covered in the press. In particular, an article by H. Chapman 
analyzed the plan announced by the UK Ministry of Defence to transfer 
three second-hand Sea King helicopters to Ukraine, linked to the retirement 
of this type from UK service. The author also speculated on the future 
basing locations of the Sea Kings in Ukraine and the roles assigned to them 
(Chapman, 2023a). An article summarizing military-technical assistance to 
Ukraine in 2022 stated that two of the three Sea King helicopters arrived at 
the end of the year, and one of them was observed in operation. Their 
delivery compensated for the losses of Mi-14PS search-and-rescue 
helicopters of the Ukrainian Naval Aviation (Trendafilovski, 2023a: 36). 
Following the United Kingdom, the German Minister of Defence 
announced on 23 January 2024 the intention to transfer six decommissioned 
Sea King helicopters to Ukraine, an event reflected in Air Forces Monthly 
(German Sea Kings…, 2024).  More  detailed  coverage  of  Sea  King  
deliveries from the UK and Germany’s transfer plans was provided in an 
article published in October 2024 (Taghvaee, 2024b). 

The journal also covered Ukraine’s unsuccessful attempt to acquire 
decommissioned MRH-90 Taipan multirole helicopters from Australia. 
Despite Ukraine’s request, on 16 January 2024 the Australian government 
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announced that the dismantling process had progressed too far for the 
helicopters to be made operational (Australia scraps…, 2024). 

Conclusions. The analysis demonstrates that issues of military-
technical assistance to Ukraine remained consistently in focus in Air 
Forces Monthly and Combat Aircraft Journal. Between 2022 and 2024, 
nearly 40 items devoted to this topic were published, ranging from brief 
news reports to extensive analytical reviews. Primary attention was paid to 
the transfer of combat aircraft. In particular, during 2023-2024 the process 
of transferring F-16s – from initial political decisions to their combat 
debut in the Ukrainian Air Force – was continuously monitored. 
Considerable attention was also devoted to the transfer of Soviet-origin 
aircraft (MiG-29, Su-25) and preparations for the delivery of French 
Mirage 2000-5F fighters. Of particular interest is the coverage of 
unrealized plans and initiatives for transferring aviation equipment 
(Typhoon, F/A-18, MRH-90). Adequate attention was also given to the 
transfer of helicopters of various roles and auxiliary aircraft. 

The materials reviewed can be used in historical research in several 
respects. They make it possible not only to reconstruct the chronology 
of military-technical assistance, but also to examine expert assessments 
by foreign specialists regarding the aircraft and helicopters transferred 
to  Ukraine  and  the  specifics  of  their  employment.  It  should  be  
emphasized that this article addressed only manned aerial platforms. In 
addition, Air Forces Monthly and Combat Aircraft Journal covered 
issues related to the transfer of UAVs, precision-guided air-launched 
munitions, and, to a lesser extent, air defence systems. These materials 
require further study and analysis. 
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Statement of the problem and its relevance. The large-scale 
invasion of Ukraine by Russian troops has brought to the fore the 
problem of the moral and psychological resilience of military personnel, 
their motivation, worldview certainty, and identification with the armed 
struggle for state independence. In the current conditions of a protracted 
and exhausting war, material and technical support and tactical training 
alone cannot guarantee the effectiveness of the army without a deep 
ideological foundation and a comprehensive system of personnel training. 
At the same time, the Ukrainian army has long retained elements of the 
Soviet and post-Soviet model of ideological work, which was 
characterized by formalism, low efficiency, and alienation from 
national traditions. In these conditions, the experience of individual 
units that have been able to form an alternative, Ukraine-centered 
system of ideological and educational support is of particular 
importance. One such example is the khorunzhyi service of the 1st 
Azov Corps, which combined military training with the national idea, 
historical continuity, and its own system of rituals and traditions. The 
relevance of the study is determined by the need for scientific 
understanding of the phenomenon of the khorunzhyi service as a tool 
for forming an ideological warrior-citizen capable of resisting not only 
armed but also ideological aggression by the enemy, as well as the 
possibility of using this experience to improve the system of moral and 
psychological support of the National Guard of Ukraine. 

Analysis of previous studies. The issues of moral and psychological 
support for the troops, military ideology, and national identity in the 
National Guard of Ukraine have been considered in the works of 
Ukrainian and foreign researchers in military pedagogy, social 
psychology, and military history. In his scientific research, V. Vasyshchev 
identified the leading groups of educational methods and clarified the 
specifics of their application in working with personnel based on materials 
from the National Guard of Ukraine (Vasyshchev, 2023: 25). In her article, 
A. Midina reveals a model for developing the personnel potential of the 
National Guard of Ukraine as a component of state regulation at various 
levels (Midina, 2023: 38). The author analyzes the multifaceted nature of 
human resources potential, regulated by military law, and justifies 
approaches to its effective development to ensure the functions of the 
National Guard of Ukraine. Researcher O. Orel conducted a 
comprehensive study of the self-realization of the human resources 
potential of the National Guard of Ukraine as a component of the 
social and legal support of the personnel of the National Guard of 
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Ukraine, its stages and phases of development, as well as separate 
aspects of military patriotic education in independent Ukraine (Orel, 
2023: 113). At the same time, scientific literature does not sufficiently 
cover alternative, non-institutionalized models of ideological work that 
emerged during the Russian-Ukrainian war on the basis of the 
volunteer movement. The experience of Azov and, in particular, the 
khorunzhyi service, is mainly represented in memoirs, journalistic and 
information-analytical materials, in the recollections of people who 
stood at the origins of the transformation of the institution of deputy 
commanders for moral and psychological support, such as V. Dutchak, 
M. Kravchenko, and A. Ignatiuk. They became inspirers for Azov 
recruits and fighters, but today their work is almost unrecognized in 
academic discourse. Thus, there is a scientific gap in the study of the 
khorunzhyi service as a holistic socio-military institution that combines 
educational, ideological, and symbolic functions and is based on the 
traditions of the Ukrainian national liberation movement. 

Purpose of the article: based on the materials studied, to investigate 
the formation of the khorunzhyi service of the 1st Corps Azov of the 
National Guard of Ukraine in wartime conditions.  

Presentation of the main material. From the moment of its creation 
to the present day, Azov has developed as a unique military unit of 
motivated patriots, which avoids any similarities, identities, or, in any 
case, copying of any legacy of the traditions of the "Soviet" and "post-
Soviet" armies. Azov has never had any of the disgusting remnants of 
the Soviet Union. The people who formed it had nothing in common 
with the Soviet army or the Ukrainian army of the "developed" 
Kuchma period, when, unfortunately, people who learned not to 
"defend the motherland, but to plunder it" (Dutchak, 2022) were 
promoted through the officer ranks. Azov was based on nationalist 
volunteers who created a special worldview, a kind of corporate 
culture inspired by the ideology of the Ukrainian national liberation 
movement of the 20th century (Yablonskyi, 2020: 15). Military 
experience throughout history shows that motivated fighters fight 
better in all circumstances. Those who clearly understand what they 
are fighting for (Grimell, 2025). In Ukraine, which has been resisting a 
full-scale Russian invasion for more than four years and has been 
suffering from armed aggression by the Russian Federation for more than 
12 years, there are many such motivated soldiers. At the same time, it 
should be acknowledged that exhaustion and fatigue from the war, both 
among the military and civilians, sometimes due to a lack of interaction, 
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mutual understanding, and communication between these two groups, 
combined with many social problems and issues, negatively affect the 
moral and psychological state and motivation of Ukrainian soldiers 
(Kovalenko, 2020: 112; Dykun, Moroz, Stasiuk, 2023: 45). 

The military has always paid attention to ideological work. However, 
today's situation requires new approaches and non-standard solutions 
(Kosiuk, 2019: 80). The idea of forming Azov educational institutions 
arose as a result of the fact that what the National Guard and the Armed 
Forces of Ukraine were offering at the time, namely the training of 
sergeants, was not quite what the unit needed, which from the very first 
days of its formation tried to meet high NATO standards (Biloshytskyi 
et al., 2020: 42). Even when Azov was a separate special forces unit of 
the National Guard of Ukraine, the unit understood that fighters needed 
to be taught not only how to fight, but also how to become elite 
warriors who would first and foremost be ideological citizens, bearers 
of Ukrainian values with a Ukrainian-centric view of themselves and 
the history of their state (Boiko, 2019: 115). Azov began providing 
ideological and humanitarian training to its fighters in 2015, a year 
after the volunteer unit was created. In addition to systematic training, 
theoretical classes, and courses in specific specialties, Azov has 
conducted and continues to conduct its own advanced training courses 
throughout its history, ensuring the quality and consistency of its 
personnel's education (Sukhomlyn, 2020: 18).  

The first educational institution founded by a team of experienced 
and enterprising military personnel based at the then Azov Regiment in 
2016 was the Colonel Yevhen Konovalets Military School for 
Commanders (founder of the Ukrainian Military Organization and 
permanent commander of the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen, as well as co-
founder of the Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists), which trained (and 
continues to train) sergeants and senior officers, who in turn trained 
recruits (Hrytsak, 2000: 240). Intensive physical and psychological 
training hardened future commanders for any challenges, and theoretical 
and practical knowledge was compiled into a single course based on 
foreign literature and the experience of instructors from various countries. 
In 2016, the first class of sergeants graduated. Subsequently, the school 
grew in terms of personnel. Graduates of the military school confirmed 
their training in the most difficult battles. Later, the school's instructors 
demonstrated their professionalism not only by training future elite 
fighters, but also by demonstrating their own training in the battles for 
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Mariupol. The sergeants proved themselves to be simply incredible, 
becoming an example for their comrades (Vasyshchev, 2023: 26). The 
Konovalets School constantly trained and hardened recruits.  

The second educational institution, which was formed on November 
20, 2017, was the Mykola Stsiborskyi School (the ideologist of the OUN, 
a man who shaped the worldview of young nationalists who fought 
with weapons in their hands in the last century. M. Stsiborskyi embodies 
high intelligence, personal courage, patriotism, and worldview guidelines 
that emphasize the humanistic component) (Stsiborsky, 2007: 45). 

The khorunzhyi service itself was created in 2016. Its tasks were 
education, upbringing, ideology formation, ensuring the moral and 
psychological stability of fighters, etc. (Hrytsenko, 2018: 156). 
Khorunzhyi is not only a reference to Cossack traditions. This rank 
also existed in the army of the Ukrainian People's Republic and in the 
Ukrainian Insurgent Army. It became the basis for the ideological 
training of Azov fighters (Dovbush, 2016: 210). Approaches to working 
with personnel were radically changed, which, unfortunately, had 
undergone only minor, sometimes formal changes and transformations 
during the years of Ukraine's independence (Medina, 2023: 39). The 
creation of the khorunzhyi service showed that even in informal, friendly 
conversations, Azov fighters do not refer to employees of the ideological 
department  as  "zampolits"  –  a  term  from  the  Soviet  army  that,  
unfortunately, is still present in the vocabulary of some military 
personnel. A khorunzhiy is a person who guards the banner, monitors 
discipline, sets an example, preserves traditions, and is responsible for 
spreading ideology and organizing all events (Kryvytska, 2020: 48). 

The khorunzhyis began to introduce new traditions, as is customary 
in almost every military unit in the world. A banner (khoruhva) is the 
battle flag of a military formation, which is the most sacred symbol 
representing the honor of the military formation (Sokolenko, 2019: 72). 
The Azov banner is kept in the flag service. Before the full-scale 
invasion, it was used during important ceremonial events: on the Day 
of Remembrance for Fallen Soldiers, during the parade on the Day of 
the First Liberation of Mariupol (until 2022), and on the day of the 
founding of the Azov unit (May 5, 2014). With the start of the large-
scale Russian invasion on February 24, 2024, the banner was moved 
along with the unit to the city of Mariupol, where the Azov regiment 
was then fighting heavy battles in conditions of complete encirclement 
(Melnik, 2021: 142). During the defense of Azovstal, the banner 
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remained at the plant and was kept at the Bastion command post. 
During one of the air raids and bombings of Azovstal, one of the 
bombs hit the bunker where the defense headquarters and command 
post were located. The explosion damaged the banner's case, but the 
battle flag itself remained intact. During one of the air operations using 
helicopters to evacuate the seriously wounded and reinforce the 
Mariupol defense garrison with personnel, ammunition, medicine, and 
food, the battle flag was transferred to the so-called "big land," as the 
defenders of Mariupol called the territory of Ukraine controlled by the 
Armed Forces of Ukraine and the current political leadership. There it 
awaited the return of the unit's personnel from captivity, becoming a 
factor in preserving the national identity and resilience of the collective 
(Shevchuk, 2020: 105).  

Standards were also introduced — the battle flags of the Azov units. 
During the ATO/JFO, the standards were presented to the units during 
solemn events on the unit's birthday (Sokolenko, 2019: 42). The ceremony 
was traditionally held in the city of Berdiansk, where Azov originated. 

The functionality of the khorunzhyi service changed in the course 
of its activities. At its origins were: Andrii Ignatiuk "Spider," Serhii 
Bevz "Spolokh," Mykola Kravchenko "Kruk," Vladyslav Dutchak 
"Dotsent." These people performed ideological support work and 
trained deputy commanders to work with personnel, who would later 
acquire certain necessary skills (Petrov, 2015: 112). The foundation of 
Azov's ideology is patriotism. For Azov members, patriotism is not 
just love for Ukraine, but also a willingness to give their lives for their 
homeland (Savitsky, 2018: 101). 

The Khorunzhyi service regularly gives lectures to personnel on 
ideological, historical, and military-pedagogical education. However, 
these lectures are not only given to the regiment's soldiers, but also to 
educational institutions, higher military institutions, and the civilian 
population. During lectures and discussions, the khorunzhyis talk about 
the blood shed by their brothers who died in this war and about the heroes 
who defended and fought for Ukraine in the past: the soldiers of the UPA, 
the Army of the Ukrainian People's Republic, the Sich Riflemen, the 
Cossacks, and the outstanding Ukrainians who are a source of pride. 
Meetings with civilians are always an opportunity to familiarize the public 
with the ideology and established value system of the 1st Azov Corps. 
Such meetings allow soldiers to share their experiences and talk about 
their personal choices. The audience has the opportunity to hear about the 
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war directly from an artilleryman, an infantryman, and a UAV operator 
(Savytskyi, 2018: 101). The khorunzhyis make considerable efforts to 
explain the existential nature of our confrontation in repelling Russian 
aggression. The lack of a focused policy in the humanitarian sphere 
allows Russia to continue to have a significant influence on 
Ukrainians. The Horunzha service has identified one of its priorities as 
combating the ideological legacy of the long occupation, which is 
firmly entrenched in the Ukrainian information space and continues to 
influence the mentality of the nation, fueling the inferiority complex of 
Ukrainians (Onyshchuk, 2021: 115).  

Together with Azov, the khorunzhyi service is constantly evolving. 
Its activities are changing and scaling up in line with the demands of 
the times in order to be more effective and useful for the army and the 
country (Medina, Orel, 2022: 19). Almost all combat units have their own 
internal rituals. Azov has many unique traditions that take an important 
place in the life and formation of each soldier (Sokolenko, 2019: 88). 
Particularly noteworthy is the Day of Remembrance for Fallen Soldiers, 
which, prior to the full-scale invasion, was held in Urzuf during the 
autumn equinox. This is a tribute to those soldiers who have already 
gained eternal life in the struggle for the future of the Ukrainian nation. 
Honoring the Fallen Heroes. This tradition stands out the most among 
others. This ritual is considered the most sacred, closed event. Access to it 
is restricted. Only soldiers of the unit, relatives of the deceased, or guests 
with special invitations are allowed to attend. This is not a public event, 
but a closed military mystery that takes place at night.  

The ceremony honoring the Fallen Heroes was first held in October 
2015 near Mariupol. A huge mound was erected on the field in front of 
what was then the Azov Regiment base. Three giant wooden swords 
were placed on top of the mound as a monument. The swords 
symbolize military valor. This symbolically recreates the bronze 
monument "Swords in Stone" erected in Hafrsfjord, Norway. The 
author of the original composition, sculptor Fritz Rød, invested it with 
the meaning of the symbolic unification of Norway after the Battle of 
Hafrsfjord, when Harald Fairhair united all of Norway under his rule. 
The three swords stuck in the ground signify the conclusion of peace. 
This  structure  became  a  memorial  center  for  the  cult  of  heroes  for  
those warriors who had already passed away, "stuck their swords into 
the ground." Every year until 2022, a ceremony to honor the memory 
of the dead, the Day of the Fallen, took place at this site. After sunset, 
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soldiers lined up on the Field of Swords, some holding Shields of 
Heroes inscribed with the names of fallen or deceased soldiers. Bowls 
of fire were also lit. Searchlights from behind the mound illuminated 
the night sky with a burst of light, and lit torches illuminated the names 
on the shields. Illuminating mines were launched into the night sky, 
giving the event even greater poignancy. After the commander's 
address, the "Prayer of the Ukrainian Nationalist" is read aloud. This is 
another of Azov's main traditions. After that, the khorunzhyi calls out 
the call signs of the dead fighters by name. In response, the ranks 
reply, "In formation!" adding the oath, "We remember. We will 
avenge!" These are the main words shouted by the participants in the 
mystery. A salute is fired into the night sky.  

Russian propaganda calls this event a "pagan ritual," although this 
is not true. The commemoration of those who died fighting for 
Ukrainian statehood on the Day of the Fallen in Azov has no analogues 
in other cultures, but in its nature it corresponds to European mysteries 
of the past, including Cossack and Slavic memorial events (Syniook, 
2018: 124). The main rule on which the traditions of the 1st Azov 
Corps military formation are based is respect for the fallen and elitism 
(Medina, 2023: 38). 

The khorunzhyi service also organized tributes to fallen soldiers. 
Until February 24, 2022, the Azov soldiers bid farewell to fallen 
soldiers during formations at their permanent deployment point. The 
commander recalled the soldier's military career and his achievements. 
In honor of the deceased, a volley of shots was fired and the "Prayer of 
a Ukrainian Nationalist" was read. This tradition establishes a strong 
connection between the living and their fallen comrades. Before the 
full-scale invasion, the fallen were regularly honored on the day of 
their  death.  Death does not  take away a soldier's  right  to  be called an 
"Azov soldier." He joins the "Heavenly Azov" by giving his life for 
Ukraine and his brothers-in-arms. The 1st Azov Corps covers all burial 
expenses and has regularly cared for the resting places of fallen 
soldiers since 2014 (Regulatory Acts, 2026). 

Azov salute. Fist to the heart. 
The military salute in Azov is performed by placing the fist on the 

heart. The fist is placed on the heart during the performance of the 
anthem, the reading of the "Prayer of the Ukrainian Nationalist," and 
as a sign of respect for a fallen brother during the farewell. In fact, this 
is an ancient Ukrainian greeting of placing the palm on the heart, 
which was somewhat militarized and popularized by Azov servicemen. 
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Currently, this military salute is performed in many units where former 
Azov servicemen serve (Contemporary Trends..., 2024). 

Handshake. 
Another variant of the traditional Azov salute, during which 

servicemen greet each other by shaking each other's wrists. In this way, 
the fighters acknowledge their brotherhood and sincerity of intentions. 
This greeting also dates back to ancient times. This is how the ancient 
Romans greeted each other, signaling that they had no hidden objects 
or weapons in their clothing. This greeting is gradually spreading to 
other units as a new symbol of brotherhood, mutual support, and 
mutual trust among military personnel (Kryvytska, 2020: 50). 

Decorative cold weapons. 
During the ATO/JFO period, a tradition was established of awarding 

cold weapons for dedicated service in Azov. The unit commander 
independently submitted lists of fighters who were preparing to leave the 
service and whom he considered worthy of this distinction. Azov soldiers 
were presented with engraved knives in special cases. Both the weapon 
and the case were engraved with the inscription: "No glory without 
battle." The knife was also engraved with the call sign of the soldier who 
became its owner (Midina, 2023: 38). 

In 2024, the tradition of awarding assault knives was established. 
This award is a new tradition of the unit. It is awarded to the best Azov 
assault troops for their resilience, courage, and bravery in battle. 

"During assault operations, in close combat, when a person is 
working at the limit of their capabilities, on the brink of life and death, 
at a critical moment, they reveal their true nature. And I am deeply 
convinced that only a fighter who can overcome their fear, control 
themselves, and not lose their composure has the right to call 
themselves  a  warrior.  For  me,  this  is  the  pinnacle  of  human  valor,  
which every infantryman in our brigade should strive for," said Denys 
Prokopenko, commander of the 1st Azov Corps, during one of the 
assault knife award ceremonies. 

Prayer. 
One of the main and most comprehensive traditions of the unit is 

the recitation of the "Prayer of the Ukrainian Nationalist," which is 
revered in Azov on a par with the Ukrainian anthem. It is usually 
performed during celebrations of Azov's founding day, on All Souls' 
Day, on the day of Mariupol's first liberation, and on the anniversary of 
the Pavlopil-Shyroke offensive operation. These and other dates are 
celebrated annually with festivities (Melnyk, 2021: 156). Such rituals 
are an important component in the formation of social and legal 
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consciousness and ideological unity among military personnel 
(Medina, Orel, 2022: 18). Similar events ensure a high level of 
motivation and morale, which is critically important in the system of 
moral and psychological support for the troops (Krut, Stadnik, 
Vashchenko, 2021). 

Parades. 
Before the full-scale invasion of Mariupol, the khorunzhyi service 

held parades with the participation of soldiers and military equipment, 
festivals ("Free Mariupol") and concerts for the city's residents. They 
organized New Year's greetings for children in Mariupol, during which 
they decorated cars and themselves with New Year's attributes. Today, 
the flag service of the 1st Azov Corps organizes gift boxes for all Azov 
children throughout Ukraine for the New Year holidays. This includes 
children of Azov soldiers who have died since 2014 and children 
whose parents are being held captive in Russian torture chambers. This 
activity is part of a comprehensive system of support for military 
personnel and their families (Regulatory Acts, 2026). 

The full-scale war has claimed hundreds and hundreds of lives, but 
it has also given rise to a new surge in the nationalist movement. 
Thousands of new recruits and volunteers have sworn to avenge the 
dead and fight until victory is achieved (Dutchak, 2022). 

Young soldier training course 
Everyone knows about the very strict selection process for Azov. In 

2015-2022, if 100 recruits applied, 40 would pass the young soldier 
course (YSC), which was considered a very good result. There were 
people who came to the YSC several times. For example, my friend 
"Vuiko," who died defending Mariupol in 2022, came to the YSC three 
times in order to join the famous unit. This yielded results: motivated 
personnel who were eager to serve despite the obstacles and the harsh, 
"fierce" selection process became professionals. Military-patriotic 
education and ideological training during the selection stage are 
fundamental components of national security (Sukhomlyn, 2020: 19). 
All Azov commanders rose from private riflemen and grenade 
launchers to company commanders, battalion commanders, regiment 
commanders, and "clear ranks." 

The tradition of taking up the position of chief sergeant at the Azov 
Military School of Commanders named after Yevhen Konovalets. 

Symbolically, the Azov Military School named after Colonel 
Yevhen Konovalets is a training ground for new military specialists, 
both sergeants and officers. During the graduation of the first class of 
sergeants, a symbolic blow was struck on an anvil with a hammer, 
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where the forging of steel symbolized the process of forging new 
professional fighters at the school. A new tradition appeared at the 
Military School of Commanders on the eve of the graduation of the 
second class of sergeants. 

The ceremony begins with the personnel lining up, the Azov and 
MSC flags being raised, and then the commander introducing the 
previous and new chief sergeants. Next, a wooden chest appears in 
front of the formation, on which the credo is engraved, which is read 
by the course sergeant  and repeated by all  sergeants.  In this  way,  the 
sergeants swear allegiance to their comrades and their homeland. 
When the reading of the credo is over, the course sergeant takes a 
combat hammer from the chest as a symbol of the Chief Sergeant's 
weapon, because according to the hierarchy, the Chief Sergeant "forges," 
that is, trains all other sergeants. He hands the hammer to the old Chief 
Sergeant, who then hands it to the commander. The commander thanks 
him for his work and service and hands the Azov symbol to the new Chief 
Sergeant, telling him that he received this hammer from his predecessor, 
who fought a worthy fight, and now wishes the new Chief Sergeant 
strength in continuing his work. The new Chief Sergeant receives the 
hammer,  then  returns  it  to  the  course  sergeant,  and  the  places  it  on  the  
anvil. This ritual of reciting the creed and oath of allegiance strengthens 
the ideological foundations of military service in conditions of armed 
conflict (Onyshchuk, 2021: 114). 

The hammer. 
The hammer, an Azov symbol of the transfer of command, was 

handmade by a renowned Ukrainian craftsman. On one side, it is 
engraved with the Azov coat of arms, and on the other, with the coat of 
arms of the Azov Military School of Commanders named after Colonel 
Yevhen Konovalets. The handle is engraved with the colonel's words, 
"Don't cry, but fight," and on the other side, a famous quote by Yevhen 
Konovalets, "Iron is melted into steel in fire, and a people is 
transformed into a nation in struggle." Only the Chief Sergeant has the 
right to touch it (while the school's officers pass the school's battle flag 
from generation to generation of officers). Inside the lid of the chest is 
a gold plaque inscribed with the surname, first name, and call sign of 
the  first  Chief  Sergeant.  Over  the  years,  the  plaque  has  been  
supplemented with the initials of the school's future Chief Sergeant. 
The introduction of such distinctive rituals is in line with current trends 
in ensuring combat readiness, creating a unique corporate culture 
within the unit (Modern Trends..., 2024). This hammer is one of a kind 
and  will  become  a  real  relic  for  both  the  Military  School  of  
Commanders and the entire history of the 1st Azov Corps. 
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Conclusions. The Azov khorunzhyi service has become a 
fundamentally new phenomenon in the system of ideological and 
educational support for the Ukrainian army, demonstrating the 
possibility of forming an effective model of working with personnel 
that is incompatible with the Soviet legacy (Shevchenko, 2016). Its 
activities are based on a combination of military professionalism, a 
deep national idea, and respect for the historical continuity of the 
Ukrainian struggle for statehood (Osyodlo, 2025: 88). Through 
educational institutions, symbols, rituals, and traditions, the Horunzha 
service not only ensures the moral and psychological stability of 
soldiers, but also shapes the type of ideological warrior for whom 
service is a conscious choice and a form of civic responsibility 
(Prykhodko, 2021). In the context of a protracted and existential war 
with the Russian Federation, the experience of Azov's khorunzhyi 
service takes on particular significance, as it proves the decisive role of 
ideology, memory of the fallen, and internal cohesion of the unit in 
maintaining the combat capability of the army (Sherzer, Boumendil, 
2024: 40). The proposed model can be considered as an example for 
wider implementation in the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other 
military formations with the aim of strengthening national resilience, 
overcoming the colonial legacy, and establishing Ukraine's own 
military tradition (Kobzar, Habchuk, Hrytsiuk, 2019).

CIVIL WAR IN SPAIN (1936 – 1939) AS A KEY MILITARY TESTBED  
OF THE INTERWAR PERIOD 

 
The article analyzes the Spanish Civil War of 1936 – 1939 as a key military-political 

testbed of the interwar period, where major world powers experimented with new strategies, 
tactics, and technologies that would later influence World War II. In light of the ongoing 
Russian aggression against Ukraine, it is essential to reassess this conflict as a historical 
precedent for external intervention, asymmetric support for factions, and the transformation of 
military art through new means of warfare. For Ukraine, it is particularly relevant to study the 
evolution of aviation, armored vehicles, logistics, and information operations during the 
Spanish conflict, as well as to understand how internal political and ideological divisions 
impacted resilience. Analyzing these dynamics enhances our comprehension of external 
influences on warfare, coalition support formation, and the consequences of strategic 
miscalculations – critical factors for strengthening Ukraine's defense capabilities and 
anticipating the dynamics of international support. The aim of this article is to identify key 
strategic, operational, and tactical lessons from the military experience in Spain to bolster 
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Ukraine's defense against Russian aggression. The Spanish Civil War was the first 20th-
century conflict where urban warfare gained significant strategic importance, prompting 
military theorists to recognize urban environments as complex theaters of operations. The 
battles for Madrid, Barcelona, Bilbao, and Zaragoza illustrated how cities could serve as 
effective defensive positions for the weaker side, neutralizing the technical advantages of the 
aggressor. The urban environment disrupted the connection between infantry and armored 
vehicles, leading to a shift towards decentralization and the concept of the "house-fortress." 
Defenders adeptly transformed buildings, factories, and neighborhoods into fortified positions, 
showcasing their resourcefulness in urban combat. In conclusion, the Spanish Civil War is a 
vital case study for understanding military tactics and the impact of external influences on 
warfare. The lessons learned from this conflict remain pertinent today, offering insights that 
can enhance Ukraine's defense strategies in the face of contemporary threats.

ASSESSMENT OF THE ACTIVITIES OF PRIVATE MILITARY 
COMPANIES IN THE CONTEXT OF HYBRID WARFARE: THE MILITARY-

ECONOMIC DIMENSION OF STATE SECURITY 
 
The article examines the activities of private military companies (PMCs) as a 

historical phenomenon of the transformation of forms of armed violence in the late 
20th  and  early  21st  centuries.  The  focus  is  on  analyzing  the  role  of  PMCs  in  
contemporary hybrid conflicts, with an emphasis on the military-economic dimension 
of their functioning and their impact on state security. The authors consider PMCs not only as 
an instrument of modern military policy, but also as the result of the evolution of indirect and 
privatized forms of warfare, which have deep historical parallels. 

Based on an interdisciplinary but historically oriented approach, a methodology is 
proposed for historical and analytical assessment of PMCs' activities in the military-economic 
security system. The methodology is based on a combination of comparative historical 
analysis, a structural-functional approach, and the generalization of empirical data on the 
participation of PMCs in armed conflicts at the beginning of the 21st century. Particular 
attention is paid to defining the criteria and indicators of the military-economic influence of 
PMCs, which are used not for formalized calculations, but for interpreting the historical 
patterns of hybrid warfare development. 

The empirical basis of the study is an analysis of the activities of Russian private military 
companies in the conflicts of 2014–2023. It is shown that the involvement of PMCs made it 
possible to combine a covert military presence with the realization of the state's 
economic interests, in particular through control over resources and infrastructure. The 
article proves that this practice contributed to the formation of long-term mechanisms 
of hybrid warfare and had significant military and economic consequences for the 
states that became targets of aggression. 

It is concluded that the activities of PMCs in modern hybrid conflicts are a manifestation 
of deeper historical changes in the nature of warfare, associated with the weakening of the state 
monopoly on the use of force and the institutionalization of privatized violence. The results of 
the study expand the possibilities of military-historical analysis of hybrid conflicts and can be 
used in further historical and interdisciplinary studies.

CHINA’S MODEL OF COGNITIVE WARFARE IN MILITARY-POLITICAL 

STRATGY AT THE TURN OF THE 20th AND 21st CENTURIES 
 
The article analyzes the formation, evolution, and practical implementation of China’s 

model of cognitive warfare within the military-political strategy of the People’s Republic of 
China from the late twentieth to the early twenty-first century. It argues that Beijing treats 
influence over the perceptions, consciousness, and decision-making processes of 
adversaries as a core dimension of modern warfare alongside military, economic, and 
diplomatic confrontation. The study demonstrates that the Chinese approach does not 
consist merely of isolated information or propaganda campaigns, but represents a coherent 
doctrinally and institutionally embedded system, the core of which is the concept of the 
“Three Warfares” – public opinion warfare, psychological warfare, and legal warfare. The 
article traces the doctrinal evolution of this model from the 1990s to the present, its 
incorporation into the PLA’s strategic documents and regulations, and its institutional 
consolidation through the creation of the Strategic Support Force and the integration of 
information-psychological instruments into China’s military planning. Particular 
attention is given to the mechanisms of practical cognitive influence, including the use 
of media, cyber capabilities, diplomacy, legal argumentation, and demonstrations of 
military force within coordinated pressure campaigns. Based on the cases of Taiwan and the 
South China Sea, the study shows that China’s model enables significant strategic gains in 
grey-zone conflicts without open warfare, although its effectiveness is constrained in 
resilient democratic societies. The article concludes that cognitive warfare has become a 
system-forming element of China’s contemporary military-political strategy and a key 
factor shaping the evolving security environment in the Indo-Pacific region.

FOREIGN OPERATIONS OF THE ROYAL ENGINEERS OF THE BRITISH

The article examines the historical evolution and activities of the Corps of Royal 

Engineers of the British Army in the United Kingdom and abroad between 1787 and 2025. 
The development of the Corps’ overseas engagement is analysed, highlighting its role in 
enabling combat operations, peacekeeping missions and humanitarian activities across 
different historical periods. The study identifies the main stages in the institutional formation of 
the Corps, the evolution of its functions and the specific features of its employment (as part of 
engineer units) in armed conflicts and post conflict reconstruction in various countries. The 
core, priority lines of the Corps’ engineering activity are outlined, including combat 
engineering, demining, logistical support and geospatial/topographical support, as well as the 
training of its personnel. The article demonstrates the role and importance of the Corps within 
the system of global security and its ability to adapt to contemporary armed conflicts and 
humanitarian crises. It is shown that the Corps applies a comprehensive approach to 
supporting international security by combining the use of military force with humanitarian and 
stabilisation tasks. Over different historical periods, the main vectors of the Corps’ activity 
shifted in line with the defence needs of the United Kingdom, while its flexibility and 
functional versatility enabled effective responses to changing threats and operational 
environments. The Corps is shown to play a key role in promoting stability, ensuring the 
security of civilians and protecting the strategic interests of the United Kingdom and its allies. 
The article also emphasises that the Corps’ overseas activities include cooperation with 
Ukraine and its defence forces. It is concluded that the Corps’ experience, particularly in 
demining, reconstruction and the provision of humanitarian assistance to civilians, is highly 
relevant for Ukraine’s post war recovery.

THE ROLE OF THE MEDIA IN PROPAGANDA DURING THE WAR IN 

CROATIA IN 1991-1995 
 
The article shows the key role played by the media in influencing public opinion 

and the future development of the conflict during the war in Croatia in 1991-1995. It is 
found that all parties to the conflict used propaganda, were under ethnic and political 
influence and actively acted as tools for the spread of nationalist propaganda. Long 
before the war began, Serbian and Croatian media prepared their audiences for 
violence and future armed conflict by spreading stories about the crimes of World War 
II committed by the other side. Serbian and Croatian propaganda campaigns reinforced 
each other, and both political leaders took full control of the media, which they used to 
incite hostility. In Bosnia and Herzegovina, the media was also divided along ethnic 
lines, which influenced the continuation of the war and hindered the achievement of 
peace. All sides of the conflict used propaganda, were influenced by ethnic and 
political factors, and acted as tools for the dissemination of nationalist propaganda. 
The Serbian authorities actively used the media during the military aggression, a new 
Serbian identity was created, hate speech was tolerated and encouraged, and the belief 
was created that expressing hatred towards representatives of non-Serb nationality 
meant freedom of speech, and that the murders of representatives of other nations who 
publicly demonstrate their opposition to Serbian policy were not crimes that should be 
punished. The Croatian media conducted propaganda both during the Croatian War 
and during the war in Bosnia and Herzegovina, emphasizing the moral superiority of 
Croatian victims, while ignoring Serbian losses, and used falsifications of the facts of 
genocide against Croats to justify their own aggression. The consequences of the 
informational and psychological impact on the population of the conflicting parties 
were numerous war crimes, ethnic cleansing, mass murders, religious hostility, and an 
extremely aggressive attitude towards representatives of other nations.

THE HISTORY OF THE SELF-PROPELLED ARTILLERY SYSTEMS 

DEVELOPMENT ON WHEELED AUTOMOTIVE CHASSIS  
(LATE 20TH – EARLY 21ST CENTURY) 

 
The article deals with the artillery systems development mounted on wheeled 

automotive chassis within the framework of the Truck-Mounted Gun (TMG) concept as 
one of the key directions in the transformation of modern artillery. Using the wheeled self-
propelled artillery systems CAESAR, Hawkeye, and G6 Rhino as case studies, the paper 
analyzes the evolution of approaches to combining firepower, mobility, and strategic 
transportability in artillery assets. 

Special attention is paid to the design and tactical-technical characteristics of these 
systems, including the use of automotive chassis with varying payload capacities, 
automated fire control systems, reduced-recoil technologies, and hydraulic stabilizers. The 
article demonstrates that CAESAR represents the heavy segment of the TMG concept, 
oriented toward long-range fire support in high-intensity conflicts; Hawkeye embodies a 
lightweight expeditionary approach aimed at supporting air-mobile and rapid reaction 
units; while G6 Rhino serves as an example of heavy wheeled artillery with an enhanced 
level of protection, intended for operations in high-intensity combat environments. 

Wheeled artillery systems of the TMG type have formed a distinct and sustainable 
direction in the development of modern artillery, driven by increasing requirements for 
operational and strategic mobility, reduced deployment times, and enhanced survivability of 
artillery units under conditions of contemporary counter-battery warfare. 

Based on a comparative analysis, the study concludes that the TMG concept does not 
constitute a unified solution but is implemented in several functional variants depending on 
the military-doctrinal requirements of the developer states. The synthesis of combat and 
operational experience indicates the growing role of wheeled self-propelled artillery 
systems as an effective complement to tracked self-propelled howitzers and towed artillery 
in contemporary and future armed conflicts.
